YISA meeting – Wednesday, 7th October

Confidentiality  It is very important that parent 
volunteers and other adults working in the 
school work to a policy of confidentiality.  You 
may see children struggling with work, upset, 
unwell or misbehaving or hear/see other 
information concerning a child while you are 
with us in school.  It is vital that you do not 
share anything about specific children with 
friends or family or a child’s parent if you know 
them.  The teachers here have the 
responsibility of informing parents of any 
concerns about a child. 
Water bottles 
Just to let you know we now have some water 
bottles in stock for those families who have 
asked over the last couple of weeks. As a 
Healthy School we encourage children to  

 
drink water during the day to keep hydrated 
which aids thinking and thus learning. Please 
can I remind everybody that it is only water to 
be drunk from these bottles and not juice or 
squash. 
 
Toys in school 
Over the past couple of weeks objects from 
toy boxes are being smuggled (!) into school 
in pockets and bags. We understand why 
children like to play with toys from home, but 
having toys in school can cause problems if 
they go missing or become a distraction in 
class or are not shared in the same way as 
school toys (because “It’s mine!”) Please can 
you help us by encouraging your child not to 
bring anything into school and if they do they 
will probably end up in Miss Keeble’s toy 
collection! 

 
Reading Time? 
There have been some queries on 
the number of times children are 

read with at school. All teachers aim to hear 
each child read at least once a week.  This 
may be one to one or through guided or 
group reading. Either way, the class teachers 
will be able to assess how your child is doing 
and offer support, teach a new skill or move a 
child on if they are ready. A child’s reading 
level rarely changes in one week so this input 
from a teacher is enough to know about your 
child’s reading needs. Of course reading is 
part of the whole curriculum so teachers are 
hearing individuals continually through all 
areas of learning and use these observations 
to build up a picture of your child as a reader.   
We would love to hear all children more often 
and generally can due to the brilliant parent 
volunteers who play a major part in getting 
through the 30 readers in each class. If you 
would like to help increase the number of 
times your children are heard read in school 
then why not help us by becoming a parent 
volunteer, we would welcome the help. 
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Car Park 
We would like to remind parents that the car 
park is for permit holders only. With no School 
Crossing Patrol at the moment, parents who 
are using the road without permission are 
causing a potential danger for all those 
coming to school. Please can you help us to 
keep all our children safe. 
 
Bikes and Scooters 
Although most children are very good at 
remembering to push their scooter or bike 
through the school grounds, there are some 
who are ignoring the signs and riding in.  
Please remind your children that they should 
be getting off their bike or scooter at the 
school gates.

Yatton Learning College Event 
Over the past 2 weeks on a Wednesday 
afternoons, all the children in Year 1 and 2 
have been taking part in a new Learning 
College Course. These courses were 
developed from children’s ideas and aim to 
offer new experiences and or the chance to 
study something in depth over six weeks. All 
children told us their first and second choices 
from a list of 10 courses and almost all ended 
up on courses that reflected these choices. At 
the end of the 6 weeks a ‘Show and tell’ 
event will be organised so that you can find 
out what your children have been learning.

• Music and Songs led by a specialist 

music teacher

Police Officers

• Art Attack! 
• Sculpture 
• Wild Rambling. ( Getting to know the 

local environment, walks and nature) 

• Film Crazy.  ( Animation and film 
workshops) 

• T- Shirt Design. (Design and make a T-
shirt)

afternoon of Wednesday 21st October.  Times 
will be confirmed next week but will probably 
be from 2.45pm.
